Exit 80 Interchange Improvement Project
Phase 1 Update - Interchange Ramps
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The Lewiston Exit 80 Interchange Improvement Project, developed in close coordination with the Maine Department of
Transportation (MaineDOT) and the City of Lewiston, will redesign the interchange to improve traffic operations, accommodate
long-term traffic projections, and create consistency for existing and planned development. The new interchange has been
designed as a Single Point Urban Interchange (SPUI). This will be the first SPUT design in the State of Maine.

The project is being designed in phases. Bl@a 1l (which includes all of the interchange ramps) is currently underway. IHhaes
2/\/Blhese AB (the mainline and bridges) has been under design for several years and construction scheduled to begin on the
new southbound bridge in 2015. The new northbound bridge will follow in 2016. The third and final phase, Plhase8 will tie the
single point ramps into one new traffic signal on Alfred Plourde Parkway.

As part of the Exit 80 redesign, the MTA and MaineDOT have also been analyzing the needs on Alfred Plourde Parkway.
Upgrades to Alfred Plourde Parkway will be made as needed to accommodate traffic growth (Fhased).
